The private black rhino Consetvancies and
select game ranches have the endimaous
rasponsibility of safe-guarding the majority
of Zimbabwe's remaining black rhino — over
160 of these animals. Thara is a greal sense
of urgency — 8 race agains time — to pra-

are themselves for poaching onslaughts.
Infortunately, the Zimbabwean Govern merit
i not in a position to assist, and the
Conservancies are axpected to mustear their
own resourcas and finances to save Zimbab-
we's spacial heritage — the black rhino.

SAVE aoknowledges the awesome respan-
sibility of the Conservancias, AS a resu It of
the fac-finding mission 1o Zimbabwe last
year, we commenced alloeating some funds
1o purchase vital anti-poaching equipment for
these dedicatad groups, and will continue 1o
do so — o fight the fight wherever the rhinos

are.

Currently, 25 per cant of funds raised by
SAVE are used to help these rhings. Hawe-
sver. ata SAVE general meeting on January
30 this year, by far the majority of mambeérs
indicated {0 tha committee that the funding
should be logically increased to 50 par cent
becausae the nulk of rhinos are on the Con-
sarvancies.

initially, SAVE has tocussad on assisting
the Midiands Black Rhino Conservancy —
which has its own Constitution and consists
ol a group of 20 ranches forming an aréa of
256 000 hactares. It-is difficult to single out
individuals within the Midlands Cansarvancy
— thay ara dadicalec cusiodians and all have
a fierce desire to saleguard their rhina.
Michelle Berens {their Secretary) and Nick
O'Connor keep us regularly informed with
news. meeling updates, photegraphs and
statistics. while a couple of other members
whom we had the plaasure of meeting last
year — Peter and Jayne Seymour-Smith and
Janet and Sam Chambliss — share the joy
they experiahce through cbserving rhinoan
their properties.

One of the “characters™ of the Consery
ancy is a fernale biack rhino called ‘"Roza-
linde’ who. althaugh hand-reared, now lives
happily in the wild within the Conservancy,
whilst aliowirg Midlands™ humans an nsight
into her world. Sha was successiully hand-
reared by Dae Gilgin, bul currently Sam and
Janet Chambliss have the pleasure of haf
company and amdously watch over her
well-béing.
