This places him clase to ths top in
both Teats played and runs scored in the alktime international
récords.

David was raised in Tanzania before returning to England for his
education and played club cricket for a season in 197778 for
Claremont-Cotteslos. It was hare that he mat Nicholas Duncan and
their friendship began. Subsequently, David became involved as a
Trustee with the David Shepherd Conservation Foundation, a
lsading UK charitable organisation, and his first public association
with SAVE FOUNDATION was in February 1891 at a dinner at
Coco’s Restaurant, South Perth, with him and his English Test
collsagues.

There followed a number of fund-raising ventures, the highlights
being a highly successful safari to Botswana, Zambia and
Zimbabwe Iin October 1891, some fund-raising dinner/auctions in
Zimbabwe at the same tims, a dinnerauction In Sydney In 1993,
anather in Perth in 1896 and the recent Black Ahino Challenge
Crickst Match. Through these various ventures David has been
Indirectly responsible for helping to raise over $175.000 for rhino
cansarvation in Zimbabwe and we are very proud fp have him as
our new Patron.

Australia have heid a number of everts, inciuding dinneniauctions, safaris,
sponsored mountain climbs, trade shows, g crickal match and our
ongoing product sales, especially T-shirts and prirts. This has all resulled
in wall over $100,000 being raised and spent during the past twelve
months, and & certainly aur most active year on racond.

All our efforts saam 1o be paying-off as there are no reported cases
of rhino poaching during the past fiftsen months and quite a few
birtha have accurad in the Conservancies and National Parks. This
has resutted in a net gain for the year, the first time in ten years, and
we must ail be encouraged by that and keep up our efforts. The
SAVE FOUNDATION of Austrafia is now one of the major non-
Governmental donors to Zimbabwe rhino conservation, g fact of
which we are justly proud. Tha main catagories of donation fall into
rhina tracking equipment, radic communication supplies and motor
vehicle maintenance expenses.

During the past few months, your Executive has lost the services of Gail
Miller and Nic Kebell, both of whom were heavily involved in
establishing their own business veniures and were unable to devote the
time that they considered appropriate. Thank you for your efforts for the
SAVE FOUNDATION and best wishes for your future projects,
